Il Normal Reactions of the Parents

Normally when the parents come to know that their children have relationship with secret societies they would have the
following reactions:

|. Scared Type

a. get shocked, scared and then become greatly indignant;

b. feel very inferior because their children are too disgraceful;

¢ are afraid that their children would be controlled by the secret society while incurring them also,
d. keep reprimanding their children but hiding it from the knowledge of others;

e. try their best not to let the school know about it fearing that their children will be expelled.

2. Sten Type
a take up corporal punishment, reprimanding and beating;

b. practise financial restriction so as to diminish the frequency of out-door activities,
¢ lock the children up at home and forbid them to communicate with other people;
d. demand the children to leave Macau so that they are separated from that circle of social activity.

3. Forsaking Typing
a find it useless though they have tried all their best;

b.would not care for them anymore because their children didn't show any improvement;
¢ just abandon them not caring if they are dead or alive.

Il Help your children to disengage from secret societies
When you suspect or when you are sure your children have joined the gangsters, and at once give them severe comments and
reproach, you are just arousing the family members' dissatisfaction against them. This strengthens their ties towards the secret societies.
In fact, you should take immediately the following procedures to offer them help:
« Stay calm, don't get scared and don't be threatened by the youth gangs or the secret societies, Inmediately contact the
social worker or the school authority to arrange an appropriate method of handling it.
« Discuss with your children the bad effect of joining gangsters to let them feel the love their parents have for them.
« Listen patiently to them the reason why they join the youth gangs and let them know that is not the way to solve any problem.
* Reject firmly any unreasonable demand of their children's, e.g. asking for too much money.
« Try to plan and set an agreement with your children, e.g. the number of times of going out and the time that they should
return home.
+ Care and concem for your children when they are most helpless is the best means to help them to realize the truth and change.
* Be considerate and work out a method with your children to persuade them to leave the gang, eg. change the telephone number, family
members keep them company when they go out or seek to change school.

* Never forsake to help your children in no circumstances.

* Build a mutual confidence between you and your children
and never make known their secret or reproach them publicly.

IV Help your children to stay away from youth gangs
If your children have not yet joined any youth gangs or have
turned over a new page, you should, by all means, do as
instructed below, to prevent them from falling

into the trap of the Bad Companions:

* Build a good communicative relationship with your children
and speak with them often, This can help to understand
their outside activities, their friends and their views on things
and events.

* Take an active move to be acquainted with their friends and
try to understand their circle of social activities.

* Discuss frequently with your children to let them know
the bitter harm that the gangsters or secret societies can
cause so that they would not blindly esteem them,

* Let your children know the advantages of joining the normal
extra-curricular activities and encourage them to join
disciplined communities, youth centres, etc, to nurture the
appropriate concept of life.

* Accept that your children can make mistakes and give them
the chance to change. Try to appreciate their good points

* Give great importance in setting selff-examples, e.g. never say
foul words and abstain from bad habits.

* Avoid forcing your children to follow your opinions and
views but nourish them to have the ability of independent
and critical thinking,

* Acquire the knowledge of family education, try to
understand the attitude and needs of the present-day
youths and participate some family life education activities, @&
