A fim de coordenar as Linhas de Accao Governativa na area de educagao
e a lei nimero 9/2006, Lei de Base do Sistema de Educagao Nao Superior,
a Direccao dos Servigos de Educagao e luventude esta a promover o
desenvolvimento da “Educagdo Integrada”., A “Educagdo Integrada” é
permitir os alunos com necessidades especiais de educacao frequentarem
escolas gerais como outros alunos e disponibilizar servigos de apoio
necessarios para “Educacdo Integrada” aos alunos, pais, docentes e esco-
las. Por outro lado, a "Educagao Integrada” sublinha respeitar e atender a
diferenga individual dos alunos. Cada aluno tem a sua prépria caracteris-
tica, interesse, aptidac e necessidade de aprendizagem, os alunos com
necessidades de aprendizagem especiais devem ter oportunidades para
participar em qualquer actividade disponivel aos aluncs. As escolas
precisam de preparar um ambiente de aprendizagem em que esta cheio de
apoio, carinho, cooperagao, participagao e e diversificado.

A partir de 1991, nas escolas publicas foi iniciada a “Educagdo Integrada”.
Agora, as escolas privadas também comercaram este projecto. Através de
melhorar gradualmente servigos de apoio fornecidos pela equipa profes-
sional para educagao especial com vista a garantir os alunos com necessi-
dades de aprendizagem especiais obterem atencdo e recursos de apoio
adequados. Actualmente, conforme a Direcgao dos Servigos de Educagao
e luventude, turmas nas escolas que admitem alunos integrados, o numero
dos alunos de cada turma nao pode ser maior do gue 25, entre os quais,
s6 3 alunos sdo alunos integrados. Por outro lado, para as escolas que
implementam a “Educacdo Integrada”, a Direccao dos Servigos de Educa-
cao e luventude vai dar apoio financeiro e tecnico. Em termos do apoio
financeiro, além do subsidio da educacdo obrigatéria, cada aluno
integrado pode ter direito a subsidio extraordinario duplo (caso os alunos
precisarem das instalagbes de ambiente sem obstaculo especiais, equipa-
mentos ou aparelhos pedagogicos para facilitar o seu estudo, também
podem pedir respectivos subsidios a Direcgao dos Servigos de Educagao e
Juventude.). Em relagdo ao apoio técnico, o Centro de Apoio Psico-
Pedagdgico e Ensino Especial da Direccdo dos Servigos de Educagao e
Juventude vai mandar periodicamente pessoal para as escolas a fim de
disponibilizar apoio técnico. Pelo menos 3 visitas para as escolas sdo efec-
tuadas cada ano, incluindo acompanhar a situagao dos alunos, trocar opin-
ides com docentes e os pais sobre métodos para ajudar o estudo dos
alunos e dar sugestdes em termos do ambiente da escola sem obstacule.
Por outro lado, a Direcgao dos Servigos de Educagao e Juventude vai
disponibilizar formagdo com base na escola conforme a necessidade das
escolas. Com vista a melhorar o efeito da “Educagao Integrada”, a partir
do ano lectivo 2006/2007, a Direcgao dos Servigos de Educagao e Juven-
tude manda docentes de recurso para escolas primarias publicas, a fim de
dar apoio aos docentes do ensino geral das escolas primarias ensinar e
assistir alunos diagndsticos ou suspeitos com dificuldades de aprendiza-
gem especiais.
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Com o objective de promover a “Educacao Integrada” e elevar a quali-
dade professional dos docentes, a Direcgdo dos Servigos de Educagdo
e Juventude entra continuamente em cooperagac com especialistas,
académicos cultos e com rica experiéncia e institutos do ensin superoir,
realizando workshops e cursos de formagdo. Durante os anos lectivos
2005/2006 e 2006/2007, foram organizados cursos de formagao,
incluindo, curso da “Educacdo Integrada”, curso de formagdo para
docente de recurso, workshop para dificuldade especial de aprendiza-
gem, workshop para elaboragdo do plano do ensino individualizado e
workshop para sintomas de deficiéncia em atencao e hyperkinetic, etc.;
para o proximo ano, varos cursos, seminarios, workshops ou actividades
de intercdmbio serdo realizados, a fim de aperfeicoar conhecimento
professional e técnica do ensino dos docentes na area de ensinar
alunos integrados. Neste caso, os alunos integrados podem estudar no
ambiente de educagdo com qualidade; as escolas também podem
realizar actividades de formagao apropriadas conforme principio de
educagdo e plano pedagdgico proprio, utilizando subsidios de forma-
¢do com base na escola dados pela Direcgao dos Servigos de Educagao
e Juventude.
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The Present Situation of “Integrated Education” in Macau

Nos ultimos anos, o numero das escolas privadas que participam no plano
de subsidios da “Educacdo Integrada” do plano do desenvolvimento das
escolas através do pedido aumenta gradualmente. Actualmente, a “Educa-
¢ao Integrada” ja foi prolongada para ensino pre-escolar e também esco-
las secundarias. 9* escolas publicas participam no plano da “Educacao
Integrada”, sendo em total 1 14* alunos integrados. O nimero das escolas
privadas que envolvem neste plano aumenta de 3 no ano lectivo
2004/2005 até 19* agora. Os alunos integrados sao 88* e no passado so
foram 3. Actualmente, em Macau, 202* alunos integrados estudam nas 28
escolas, Neste caso, é obvio que as escolas de Macau prestam cada vez
mais atengdo ao direito social de obter educagdo dos alunos gue tém
necessidades de aprendizagem especiais.

To complement the Policy Address of Government of Special Administrative
Region about educational area and regulation No.9/2006 of the “Code of
the Programme of Non-tertiary Education System of Macau”, the Educa-
tion and Youth Affairs Bureau strives to promote the development of “Inte-
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grated Education”. “Integrated Education” allows students who need
special education to study in general schools as ordinary students and
provides necessary supports for this kind of education to students,
parents, teachers and schools. Besides, “Integrated Education” empha-
sizes to respect and take care of students’ individual variations. Each
student has his own characteristics, interest, ability and learning needs.
For students who need special education should enjoy and participate in
whatever chances which are provided for students activities. Schools
should complement to provide a diversified learning environment which is
full of support, concern, cooperation and participation.

Starting from the year 1991, the Education and Youth Affairs Bureau imple-
mented the “Integrated Education” in public schools. Now it has been
extended to private schools. Through the support of special education
professional team, it fulfilled gradually to ensure students who needed
special education were able to acquire enough concerns and resources
assistance, At present, the Education and Youth Affairs Bureau suggests
that the number of students in each class of schools receiving integrated
students be not more than 25. Among these 25 students, the number o
integrated students should not be more than 3. Besides, for those schools
which are promoting “Integrated Education”, the Education and Youth
Affairs Bureau will provide financial and technical suppoerts: in regards to
financial supports, on top of free education allowance, each integrated
student will receive a two fold extra subsidy (if these integrated students
need special all-cleared facilities, teaching equipments or materials for
learning assistance, schools can request relevant subsidy from the Educa-
tion and Youth Affairs Bureau); in regards to technical supports, the Centre
of Psychological Support and Special Education Centre of the Education
and Youth Affairs Bureau will send staff to visit schools and provide techni-
cal support periodically at least three times in each academic year. These
